Financial Planning for Special Needs Families ��    For the last two months, we have focused our "emotional journey" thru the ups and downs of our special lives.  Now it is time to focus on financial and legal planning issues that are unique to special needs families.  Although it is often very hard to even think of the future or of our children outliving our ability to care for them, this is critically important.  In fact, this planning ahead is one of the most caring things any of us can give to our special child.   �    Did you know that funding a bank or investment account for your disabled child might actually hurt them and deprive them of needed services?  Did you know that a loving benefactor or relative might leave your child money in a way that actually hurts your child?  Did you know that you may need to apply for guardianship to be able to continue making decisions for your child after he is a legal adult?   Do your wills really express your wishes or will the State /legal system decide because you (and I) never made ourselves face it?  �
