How to prepare in making a decision regarding the Waivers:





Learn about the Developmental Disabilities Medicaid Waiver (DD Waiver) and the Mi Via Medicaid Waiver. Medicaid waiver applications are submitted by the New Mexico Human Services Department to the Centers for Medicare & Medicaid for waiver approval. Due to the differing populations and timelines of waiver development, programs generally differ greatly from the services that they provide. Find out what services are provided within the two programs and learn how they differ. The information provided will give you the basic knowledge and understanding to decide which waiver is right for you and your child's future.
